Preface

Lantau Island has rich natural and cultural resouides. Sustainable Lantau Office (SLO) of
the Civil Engineering and Development Department (CEDD) commissioned consultsiuisyftine
traditional villages and sites with cultural and historical value on Lantau Island. The aim of the
studies was to examine the cultural and historical characteristics of the study areas and make suitable
recommendations for promoting cultural and his@ conservation and village revitalisation on
Lantau Island.

In November2 0 2 1 , the SLO initiated the ACul tur al

Surrounding Areas on Lantauo (Athe Studyo). By
historical background and resources ofttivee regions of thsetudy aredincluding the Sam Heung
( ) area, the Mui Wo () area and the Chi Ma Wan Peninsula ( ) ared, which

cover more than 40 villages)ere investigated and analysed. Conservation recommendations and
guidelines were formulated based on factors such as the importance of the cultural and historical
resources and the feasibility of the recommendations.

Scope of Research

This report comprises three main sectidna Baseline Study, Local Characteristics and
Recommended Conservation Strategies. The first section consists of 1) general historical
background, 2) land use planning and utilisation, 3) infrastructure, 4) transpwork, 5) landscape
characteristics and resources, 6) environmental conditions, anttufpl and historical resources of
each area (including Historic Buildingand Sites,Sites of Archaeological InteresS8ites with
Intangible Cultural Value, the Cultural Landscape, and Natural Resources Associated with Culture).
The second section includes featured articles that introduce the local characteristics of the study area

Based on the research findings in the previous sectibashird section has two main parts: 1)
analysis of the potential and challenges of the study area, and 2) possible conservation directions and
guidelines, and shoertmedium and longterm conservation recommendations.

Cultural and Historical Character istics

The study area encompasses the areas of Sam Heung, Mui Wo and the Chi Ma Wan Peninsula.
The Mui Wo area is larger than the other areas. In addition to villages founded during the Ming and
Qing dynasties, there are numerous villages established by thegseitsaigrant population. In the
past, Mui Wo was a traditional agrarian community, whose inhabitants earned their livelihood mainly
from farming. They also engaged in mining and-saking in the area in the past, and some
inhabitants engaged in commeicactivities in Chung Hau (). Fishermen took shelter in Chung
Hau during the typhoon season, and after the Second World War, more fishermen relocated to the

typhoon shelter in Chung Hau. The Hongkong and Yaumati Ferry Company ( )
established a fixed route between Mui Wo and Central (), providing more convenient and
frequent transport connections to Mui Wo, resulting in more vibrant commercial and tourism
development in Mui Wo. In the Sam Heung area, three villages were established in the Qing dynasty.
The villagers were engaged maiiyfarming, and some supplemented this with fishiPak Mong
Dou(Pak Mong Fairway, ) was founded in the Sam Heungadriring the Qing dynasty, and
there was once a market known as Ham Wai () in Tai Ho Wan ( ) before the Second
World War, which served as a key transport hub and trading centre on Lantau Island. Both roles were
subsequently taken over by Mui Wo. The Chi Ma Wan Peninsula area is geographically secluded
and relatively inaccessible. Mong TungWan( ) was i nhabited by the Fanbo
by farming, supplemented with fishing. In Shap Long (), Lung Mei () and Tai Long (

), there were branches the clans in Pui @ The Shap Long Chung Hau ( ) area was
populated mainly by Hoklo people, who were farmers, and boat people (), who took shelter

there during typhoons. Residents in some of the small bays along the Chi Ma Wan Peninsula also
farmed.

Some historic buildings remain in the study area, seven of which were assessed as Grade 2
hi storic buildings by the Antiquities Advisory
Compound in Mui Wo (six items) and the WatchtowelPak Mong Tsuen, and three of which were
assessed as Grade 3 historic buildings, including the Watchioweik Tei Tong ( ), the
Watchtoweiin Tai Ho, and the Entrance Gate at Pak Mong Tsuen. As for the archaeological heritage,

with traditional building techmjues remain in the study area, such as mudbrick houses and stone
houses.

Regarding intangible cultural heritage, despite the rapid development of the study area and the
departure of many villagers, careful investigation has revealed some of the traditional living culture.
In terms of religious beliefs, folk beliefs flourishadthe study area, with villagers and fishermen
establishing temples such as the Man Mo Temple ( ), Pak Tai Temple ( ), Hung Shing

Temple ( ), Kwun Yum Pavilion ( ), Tin Hau Temple ( ) and Tai Wong
Temple ( ). In some cases, the birthdays of tieities are still celebrated. Pak Ngan Heung

( ), in the Mui Wo area, is one of the few villages in Hong Kong that still holds the Pa Tin Gei

( ) ceremony. There are also traces of both Christian and Catholic churches in the study area.

As for traditional craftsmanship, some villagers in the study area still practise the traditional skills of
makingcha kwo(steamed sticky rice dumplings, ), zaap ci(glutinous rice dumplings, ),

rice dumplings with lye ( ), dry rice dumpling crumbs ( ), and rce cakes, to name but
a few. Also, some villagers still practise farming and fishing methods.

Within the study area, Sam Heung is smihtained, with limited public transport services, so
it has preserved some of its traditional appearance. Mui Wo haslewelloped public transport

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facilities and has undergone reclamation, so its commercial and tourism developments are
comparatively vibrant, and many have been reconstructed. The Chi Ma Wan Peninsula is a remote
area with limited public transport services, so many villagers movdtketarban regions, leaving

many parts of the area deserted, though some parts are currently being reconstructed. Overall, the
study area has retained a considerable amount of its cultural and historical characteristics, which are
complemented by the cultudandscapes and natural resources in the area.

SpecificRecommendations for Culturaland Historical Conservation and Revitalisation of the
Mui Wo Area

1. Mui Wo was once a traditional agrarian community, with mining anehsaking industries. It
was also a typhoon shelter for fishermen. Commercial activity flourished in Chung Hau. Mui
Wo has preserved its rural characteristics until the present. Enhangdrtdduction of rural
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cultural and historical features in the area, enabling people in the local community, including
young villagers, to gain a deeper understanding of the evolution of Mui Wo over the decades.
This would foster a better understanding of its cultural and fdat@esources, enhance the sense

of belonging in the area, and promote the inheritance of its traditional culture and customs.

2. Takeadvant age of the accessibility, mobility a
understanding of less&nown aspects of the village culture and history of the Mui Wo area.
With the involvement of people in the local community, promote urbead interaction and
integration.

3. Adopt diverse and dynamic revitalisation strategies in the Mui Wo area, incorporating elements
of commerce, tourism, cultural exchange, local festive events, and ecology to attract the public
and help them understand the various features of Mui Wo.

SpecificRecommendationdor Cultural and Historical Conservation and Revitalisation in the
Chi Ma Wan Peninsula Area

1. The Chi Ma Wan Peninsula offers a beautiful natural environment. The layout of traditional
villages along the bays remains in a good condition, and include \adi\preserved historical
buildings and structures, such as shrines and temples. Connect the existing hiking trail with the
surrounding natural and cultural resources and provide information about the cultural and natural
features in the area to enable public to deeply experience the unique features of the Chi Ma
Wan Peninsula.

2. The Chi Ma Wan Country Trail, which connects Pui O in the northwest and Mui Wo in the
northeast has many campsites and accommodations and it has the potential to become a cultural
and historical tour route.

Revitalisation of the Village Schools inSam Heung, the Mui WoArea and the Chi Ma Wan
Peninsula Area

1. Two vacant village schools, which are near villages and a hiking trail, have revitalisation
potential. They could serve as gathering points and venues for organisingiitage or other
public activities.
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| NTRODUCTION

1.1 Background

Lantau Island has undergone rapid development in recent years, especially North Lantau,
where many major commercial and housing development projects are being planned, have
commenced or have been completed. Some examples are the Horig Kiamgj Macau Bridge
(HZMB), HZMB Hong Kong Port, Tuen MurChek Lap Kok Link, Tung Chung New Town
Extension, Siu Ho Wan Depot Development, and Hieeway System of Hong Kong International
Airport. These developments have brought massive changes to the positioning amidl pafte
Lantau Island. Lantau also has rich natural and cultural resources, which require comprehensive
conservation and management for the public to appreciate and enjoy. In January 2014, the
Government formed the Lantau Development Advisory Committeel@nDAC) to seek advice on
the economic and social development opportunities of Lantau Island and to develop policies and
specific plans for the sustainable development and conservation of Lantau Island.

The LanDAC published the first phase repor:t
introducing the proposed vision, strategic positioning and planning principles for the future
development of Lantau Island, with initial major propogalgering spatial planning and land use,
strategic traffic and transport infrastructure, recreation and tourism, social development, and
preliminary shodt er m i mpr ovement measur es. The ASpace f
formulate suitable measw® encourage conservation on Lantau Island. To strike a balance between
conservation and development, it suggested enhancing conservation and better utilising the natural
resources of Lantau Island. A thremnth public consultation was held by the Goweent on the
development of Lantau Island, which found that the public supported the conservation and better
utilisation of the public resources on Lantau Island. The public also expressed concern about the lack
of a clear commitment and concrete propogaistrengthening conservation.

In response to the views of the LanDAC and the public, the Government announced the

of providing a balance between development and conservation to guid¢utieedevelopment and

Lantau Island would be conservdd. December 2017, the Civil Engineering and Development
Department set up the Sustainable Lantau Office (SLO), which is responsible for the planning,
assessment, design and implementation of development and conservation irtidiireau Island

In the 2018 Policy Address, the Government proposeditbeo ns er vati on t o pr ecec
direction to promoteand implementural conservation on Lantau Islanas well as to maintain and

enhance livelihood of remote villages and communitieslsoannouncd the establishment of the

HK$1 billion ALantau Conservation Fundo and to
various villages and communities to support the conservation measures.



The SLO began conducting a cultural and historical study for the villages in each Lantau area
in phases in 2019 and 2020. The findings will serve as a reference for the Government when
conducting Lantau Island development.

1.2 Objectives

The main purposes of this study are to explore, identify and assess the historical and cultural
significance ofMui Wo ( ) and surroundingareas,and to recommend suitable conservation
strategieso promote the sustainable development of the whole @aresireport will serve as a basis
for further village revitalisation and the subsequent formulation of development in Mui Wo and the
surroundingareas by the Government. Subsequently, this study will establish a cultural and historical
database for Lantasgland.

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1.4 Research Methodology
1.4.1 Desktop Study

The existing condition and backgroumtformation of the study area were investigated
through desktop study. The existing condition investigation included information on land use
planning, infrastructure, transportation networks, landscape characteristics and resources,
environmental conditics) recent development projects, and future lagde development
planning.

Regarding background researdh, discussesmainly the historical evolution, historical
connotation, and cultural characteristics of the villages in Mui Wo and the surrounding areas, from
both macro and micro perspectividiscusses the history and culture of the entire study area down
to every sukarea and every village, and then identifies and investigates both the tangible and
intangible cultural and historical resources of each village.

1.4.2 Site Visit

Site visits were conducted in the areas to better understand the past and present of the study
areas through observation and oral interviews and to identify and-pdeatad the cultural and
historical resources in the area.

1.4.3 Information Analysis

The existing condition, background information and data obtained through site visits were
consolidated and analysed to identify sites or areas with historical and cultural significance in the
study area, and to identify the potential and challenges witldnarea. Corresponding short
medium and longterm conservation strateg for the study area were formulated according to
international conservation principles.

16 Research Limitations

The study area of this report is relatively remote, and there is no direct access to public
transportation ilmanyplaces, so it is relatively inconvenient to vidihe research therefore relied
mainly on desktop study. For primary sources, old newspapers, government documents,
archaeological reports, old photos, old videos, and Kadoorie Agricultural Aid Association (KAAA)
documents were collected. For secondary ssyrthe research team relied mainly on historical
literature, academic journals and otpeablications, locathronicles travel books and records from
hikers.

In respect of primary sources, the existing government documents available and the KAAA
documents are essential bimcomplete. It was also difficult to get access to some of the
archaeological reports. Also, some of the places in the study area are rather remote traditional
villages, so they have not had many visitors over the years, and there are not many photo or video
records.

In respect of secondary sousctinere is a lack of historical literature related to the study area,
including academic articles in journals and other academic publications. Therefore, the only helpful
sources for the remote areas are old travel books and records from hikers.

In addition to desktop study, the research team conducted sigawndiinterviews, but faced
some limitations. They interviewed mainly villagers frahee Sam Heung andiui Wo areas
However, the study area of this report covers many villages, but the research team could not reach
all the stakeholders from the villagers. The information about some clans and groups still needs to
be supplemented. For Our Lady of Joy Abbey, as thg\chaere anchorites and seldom came in
contact other members of the community, some information was not available. Except for villages
in the $hap Longareasand Tai Long Tsuermanyvillages in the Chi Ma Wan Peninsula were
abandoned. Most of the villagers had left the study area, so the research team could contact only a
small number of villagers from the Chi Ma Wan Peninsula. In addition, many native villagers who
were familiar withthe history and development of the villages had passed away or were too old to
be interviewed.

Therefore, the composition of the villages and villagers in Mui Wo and its adjacent areas underwent
a significant change.

In the 1950s, ferry routes were established, and accessibility to Mui Wo from the rest of Hong
Kong greatly improved, making it a popular spot for urban residents to vacation and bathe in the sea.
The growing tourism and commerce provided the populatioMof Wo with more varied
opportunities to earn a living, as they no longer depended solely on traditional fishing and farming.
The growing variety of transport to and around Mui Wo attracted people from the urban areas to
reside and set up businesses thirevas thus transformed from an agricultdpalsed region that
attracted mainly immigrants, farmers and fishermen to a region that encouraged the symbiosis of
farming, fishing, commerce and tourism.
